Who has authority when it comes to interpreting the Bible and
matters of faith? This past month, that question was central in the
exchange of words between the President and Vice President of the
United States and the Pope. But even more, this is a 500+ year
discussion that doesn’t provide a simple answer.

Back in Martin Luther’s time (the 1500’s), the Roman Catholic
Church was a speeding train on the way to derailment. In his posted
95 Theses, Luther argued that several points of prominent religious
devotion (for example: indulgences) were actually a corruption of
faith. Luther challenged the papal decrees and the pope’s authority,
bringing the power to the local churches to decide what is appropriate
in matters of faith. As the Reformation would spread, different
groupings of people would bring the authority even to an individual

level, or what we hear today as “personal faith” that is subjective to
each person’s whims.

We have become a society of subjectivity. Instead of finding commonality and living by certain
teachings of the faith, every dispute creates more denominational fractions. We saw the challenge to pastoral
authority a year ago when the President openly critiqued the Right Rev. Mariann Edgar Budde about the
inaugural sermon. What is one thing to be dismissive of one protestant denominations’ authority in
interpretating scripture, it’s another thing to go head-to-head with the Pope, who is seen within that particular

branch of Christianity as an infallible figurehead.




A quick word about infallibility is in order:
the only time the Pope is officially infallible is
around matters of theology and church doctrine.
So, if this current pope wants to make a
proclamation that the New York Knicks would win
the March Madness competition and it turns out
that they don’t, this doesn’t put into question the
Pope’s infallible nature; it rather highlights
limitations in his humanity.

The president has had public theological
problems with both Pope Francis and Pope Leo XIV,
but this time his second-in-command had a chance
to show his loyalty. Vice President Vance, who is a
new convert to Catholicism, warned the Pope to be
as careful in speaking on matters of theology as he
is in speaking about matters of politics. Simply, this
was a challenge to the Pope’s authority from
someone who has studied Catholicism and found it
attractive to his own personal
faith journey.

No matter whether
you are in favor of a war in
Iran (however you define
“war”) or not, the Pope is
right about matters of Just
War Theory (as originated
by the theologian
Augustine). In muted hall conversations, Just War
was being invoked because it is considered a basis
for the current action. But when you research the
criteria needed for a just war, several options
hadn’t been completely exhausted first (like all
other peaceful possibilities that even now
European nations are trying to promote; nor are
civilians protected from causality, as the 100+
death count from a bombed girls’ school shows).
Just because the President and Vice President
didn’t appreciate the critique from the pope
doesn’t mean that they should have authority

when it comes to faith matters. Especially one
accountable to facts.

This would be enough if it was just this, but
in response, the President posted an Al image of
himself dressed as a messianic figure healing a
wounded person and surrounded only by people of
European descent. This racist and religiously
biased rendering was negatively received by the
vast majority of Christians and the post was
removed before the end of the day. Still, this leads
us to dangerous theology.

What is this theology? It’s the ultimate
belief that we individually know best when it comes
to understanding God. This is a strong distortion of
the protestant reformation. The President and Vice
President are not alone in this heresy; we all have
the propensity to become worshipers of the self.

Think of it this way: you come upon a
e divided path. On the one trail, a
series of unfortunate events
causes complete devastation in
your life. You struggle
financially to even put food on
the table. You might even
wonder why others who have
enough to spare don’t help you
try to get back on your feet. You
could even say something along the lines of: “If |
had some money, you bet | wouldn’t hoard it; I'd
share it with the less fortunate!” On the other
path, you become wealthy beyond compare. You
have no need of want. If these two sides of you
don’t have the exact same understanding when it
comes to matters of faith and lifestyle, then it’s safe
to say that we have defined faith by our life
circumstances and thus created an idol of
ourselves.

Hunger in the world is not caused by a shortage of food—the earth produces enough food to
feed everyone adequately. The main cause of hunger is that people do not have access to
nutritious food that will supply what is needed for health and well-being.

More than 700 million people around the world face hunger every day and of that, 50 million
people are struggling to live in the face of famine. Foreign aid in the form of food assistance is
a lifeline for these people. The U.S. generally provides about $4 billion annually in
international food aid, which is about 0.5% of the federal budget.

In the United States, the lack to access enough food is most often caused by poverty—people
do not have enough money to buy the food they need, and do not know consistently where
their next meal will come from. We call this situation food insecurity. About 1 in 7 households
in the U.S. are food insecure.

Churches and charities do a lot to address hunger in direct ways through food banks, food
pantries, and emergency meal programs. But they cannot do it alone. Government programs,
like SNAP (food stamps) and WIC (assistance for mothers and young children) and other
programs, are a means of providing food for those who are food insecure. In fact, these
federal programs provide nearly 10 times as much food assistance as churches and charities
combined!

This means we need a two-pronged approach to addressing hunger in our world. We need to
donate food to our local food pantries and food banks, and we also need to advocate with our
leaders in Congress for strong programs to help people in our own country and around the
world. Each year, Bread for the World, an ecumenical advocacy group with Lutheran roots
that calls on Christians to urge their members of Congress to do all they can to pursue a world
without hunger, encourages congregations to host an Offering of Letters. We have done this at
Emanuel for many years.



The focus of the 2026 Offering of Letters is to write letters asking our Senators and
Representative to
e restore the cuts Congress made to SNAP benefits when it passed the One Big Beautiful
Bill Act in 2025 and strengthen WIC
e Fully fund and strengthen global food, health and development programs
e Pass a strong Farm Bill that supports farmers, strengthens communities, and helps end
hunger in the U.S. and overseas.

Emanuel will be holding an Offering of Letters on Sunday, May 31%, during Coftea. Check the
announcement folders and emails from Emanuel in the up-coming weeks to find out more
about the issues. We hope you will raise your voice and speak up for those challenged by

hunger!

A Bible story comes to mind. When Moses had departed from the Israelite band for several days, the
second-in-command Aaron convinced all around him to cast their gold into a furnace and he would mold them
into a golden calf. The people worshipped this opulence because they thought that this is what they should
do. But when Moses came down the mountain and caught Aaron’s illicit leadership, Aaron quickly changed the
story to be that the gold just happened to melt into the image of a calf all on its own. Two stories that lead to
idolatry either way: the first in making God into your image; the other that of a false narrative of God.

If there’s a warning for us all, it’s to get out of ourselves. When we are curved in upon ourselves, we
can’t see our sin through our own favoritism. We need religious leaders like popes, bishops, and even pastors
to help guide us through the wilderness of sin—people who spend upwards of their whole life to lead flocks
who need a shepherd. The leadership doesn’t always get it right, but it’s better than individual feelings.

This is to suggest that the President and Vice President are no better or worse the any other
congregation member gathered to hear the law and grace of God. The danger is when we turn from God
because we don’t like what we hear or because we don’t like to be held accountable to our misgivings. We
know with God that grace knows no bounds of forgiveness and that ultimately nothing can separate us from
the love of God. Let this free us to know that even when we sin, God will continue to make us whole and holy,
even while asking us to reform our ways.

REBUILT ON A FOUNDATION OF
FAITH

N.Y. congregation resolves to continue after
fire

After a Christmas Eve service in 2020, parishioners of Good Shepherd Lutheran in Levittown, N.Y., left church
for home. It was the height of the COVID-19 pandemic. Following protocols to keep parishioners safe, fans
were left running in the church attic. Christmas Day had no services scheduled, typical in many Lutheran
churches. Then the attic fans, dating from the 1950s, shorted out, causing a fire.

“| received a call from the fire chief on Christmas Day at around 11:45 a.m.,” said Remo Madsen, pastor of
Good Shepherd. “When | arrived, 30 to 40 members of the church were already in the parking lot. When it was
safe, we went into the church, spent time in prayer and talked about Jesus.”

The congregation, which calls itself a “Church of Joy,” made a firm decision that day: to rebuild.

“We can recover,” Madsen wrote at the time. “We can very much overcome a fire. As St. Paul reminds us in
Romans 8:31, ‘What, then, shall we say in response to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us?””

Only the foundation of the 70-year-old church building was usable, with the rest destroyed by water, smoke
and fire. Not destroyed was the congregation’s resolve to continue.

“What are we doing Sunday?” was the next question. Determined to gather in worship, the congregation held
a cold Sunday service outside in lawn chairs. “The fire department surrounded us on all sides with ladders and
trucks and themselves,” Madsen recalled. “It was a special moment of care.”

Eventually, the congregation accepted the offer of a local Presbyterian church to worship in its social hall for a
nominal fee.

Throughout this time, faith communities showed support, with the local Roman Catholic church giving funds,
and individual Baptists, Presbyterians and others donating money for the congregation’s new building.

LOAN HELPS PAY FOR A NEW BUILDING

Even with insurance, Good Shepherd needed more funds to complete its vision.

Years ago when the congregation had looked at expanding, they had heard about the Mission Investment
Fund (MIF). They were able to pay for the new building, in part, with an MIF loan. “The fire is what forced us to
do something,” Madsen said. “[MIF] gave us a lot of advice on completing the forms and what to ask for, and
were very supportive, caring and spiritual. We prayed together with the MIF regional manager and felt a real
sense of Christian community.”

“It was great working with Good Shepherd,” said Jerry Johnson, a deacon and MIF regional manager. “Their
faithfulness and outreach to the community are inspiring and an example of how a church can share the
gospel in many different ways.”

The congregation wanted a bigger church, with a new footprint. “We reused as much as we could and poured
a small additional foundation to expand out,” Madsen said.

The new building—dedicated last year in a celebration with local political leaders cutting the ribbon before
hundreds of community members—is more spacious, with room for fellowship and a meeting space.

“We had meetings with the congregation and asked, ‘What do we want?’” Madsen said. “Everyone had a
voice, and we designed our own building.”

Alcoholics Anonymous (AA) is highly active at Good Shepherd, with upward of 15 groups meeting regularly.
“Our goal is to have a group available every day, accessible if anyone ever needs help,” Madsen said. Several
congregation members first connected with Good Shepherd through participating in AA.

During the rebuild, the congregation asked AA leaders what would make the building better for their
meetings—now held in the sanctuary instead of the church basement. While the program is independent from
Good Shepherd, the congregation’s hope was for the groups to feel like part of the church and of something
bigger.

“They said they wanted a coffee bar,” Madsen said. “And now we have a wonderful coffee bar in a beautiful
lobby built for socializing and mutual support...”
